ACCOMMODATION

Students can choose between two types of
accommodation in Bno - student halls of residence
or private housing. MENDELU halls of residence in
Brno and Lednice offer more than 3000 beds in
both shared and private rooms located close to the
campus. The price for accommodation starts at
roughly 350 EUR per month. Shared and private
flats are widely available in Brno. The cost of a
single room in a student flat ranges from 170 EUR
to 270 EUR per month.
